49. Welcome – the Chairman welcomed those present 
50. Apologies – Apologies were received and accepted from Cllr Mike Hedley.  
51. Declarations of interest – none
52. Previous Minutes – the minutes of a meeting held Wednesday 19 September 2012 were circulated, APPROVED and signed.
53. Planning Decisions – the following item was received after publication of the agenda:
a) BA/2012/0111/EXT13W – Cantley Sugar Factory - extension for time limit of previous application for the erection of a new evaporator plant – APPROVED

54. Planning Applications – the following applications required a response before the meeting.  The clerk was delegated authority to respond with the council’s views:
a) 2012/0323 – Mr Adams/Miss Barbour, Greengables, Low Road, Norton Subcourse – application for non-material amendment following a grant of planning permission (roof line) – APPROVE
b) 2012/1619 – Mr & Mrs Frost, Sandpit, New Road, Norton Subcourse – proposed erection of double garage and wood store – APPROVE subject to no new access to road being created
55. Planning Correspondence – the following items were considered by the council:
a) Broads Authority – pre-submission publication – proposed broads site specific policies development plan document – comments invited by 13 December 2012

The following item was received after publication of the agenda; the clerk was delegated authority to respond with the council’s views:
b) Reference planning application 2012/1619 - Mr & Mrs Frost, Sandpit, New Road, Norton Subcourse – proposed erection of double garage and wood store – amended plans – NO FURTHER COMMENTS
56. Community Transport - The council received a report from Philip Mitchell on the Beccles and Bungay Area Community Transport Scheme.  It was AGREED that the council supported the scheme and would send a letter expressing their views.
57. Disclosable Personal Interest Dispensation - dispensation from disclosing a pecuniary interest, pursuant to s31 of the Localism Act 2011, in respect of agreeing a budget and setting a precept was granted to councillors, having signed an application form. The dispensation would remain in place for the current council’s term of office.
58. Finance – the following items were considered:
a) Payment of the clerk’s expenses of £30 (Broadband provision for October and November 2012 at £15.00 per month) - AGREED

b) It was AGREED that the clerk’s salary for 2013/14 would remain at the current rate

c) The budget for year to date was reviewed and APPROVED

d) The precept requirement for 2013/14 was AGREED at £2,050 subject to there being no changes in council tax system 

The adjournment for public participation was not required.

59. Chairman’s Report – the Chairman reported that Heather Longman, Chair of Thurlton parish council, had received an award.  The parish council would write, sending its congratulations.  Village hall improvement plans were still being considered.
60. Parish Councillors’ Reports – Cllr Martin Dickens commented on the erosion of the pavement at The Beck: the clerk would report to Highways.  Cllr Nigel White commented on the recent clearing of the grups.
