Present – Cllrs Andrew Wright (Chair), Geoff Collen, Nigel White, Linda Edwards, Mike Hedley and Martin Dickens. Christine Smith (clerk) was present and District Councillor William Kemp also attended until 8:12pm
77. Welcome – the chairman welcomed those present
78. Apologies – apologies were received and accepted from Cllr Jim Rampling and County Councillor Tony Tomkinson
79. Declarations of interest – none
80. Previous Minutes – of a meeting held Wednesday 18 January 2012 were circulated, APPROVED and signed.
A change in agenda order was proposed: this was AGREED
81. County and District Councillors’ Reports - County Councillor Tony Tomkinson was not present: he had directed councillors and interested parties to his blog for information on Norfolk County Council
District Councillor William Kemp reported the first draft of the Site Specific Allocation had been published, showing no suitable sites in Norton Subcourse.  This would be consulted on again.  He also gave details of the new South Norfolk Community Empowerment Pilot, which members of the public would be able to vote on preferred services until 16 April via the South Norfolk Council website.  District Cllr Kemp updated the council on the Joint Core Strategy.

86. Chairman’s Report – Cllr Andrew Wright reported that he had attended a  village hall meeting; a Burn’s Night celebration had been a success and a jumble sale was planned for later in the spring.  Two trees had been planted in the churchyard to mark the Queen’s Diamond Jubilee.  The possibility of a Jubilee Beacon was considered.
86. Parish Councillors’ Reports – Cllr Linda Edwards reported that ‘Winter Warmer Packs’ had been distributed in the village.  The Poor Marsh Trust and the Barn Trust had both held meetings.  Cllr Mike Hedley stated that the sale of the Cockatrice appeared to have been completed.  Cllr Geoff Collen reported on potholes in New Road: the clerk would report to the County Council.
