of the Annual General Meeting

Present – Cllrs Andrew Wright (Chair), Jim Rampling, Geoff Collen, Linda Edwards, Mike Hedley, Martin Dickens and Nigel White.  

Also present was Christine Smith (clerk) and County Councillor Tony Tomkinson 
1. Election of Chairman: Cllr Andrew Wright was nominated to be chairman. This was proposed, seconded and agreed.

2. Declaration of acceptance of office: This was signed by Cllr Wright and witnessed by the clerk.
3. Election of Vice Chairman: Cllr Jim Rampling was nominated to be vice chairman. This was proposed, seconded and agreed.

4. Declaration of acceptance of office: This was signed by Cllr Rampling and witnessed by the clerk.
5. Apologies – were received and accepted from District Councillor William Kemp
6. Declarations of interest – none
7. Previous Minutes – of a meeting held Wednesday 21 March 2012 were circulated, APPROVED and signed.
8. Planning Decisions – none received
9. Planning Applications – applications a & b were received between meetings; the clerk was delegated authority to respond following consultation with councillors:
a) BA/2012/0111/EXT13W – Cantley Sugar Factory – extension to time limit of previous application BA/2008/0307/FUL for the erection of a new Evaporator plant as part of an energy reduction scheme plus construction of new buildings and plant for processing of raw sugar including associated works – APPROVE

b) BA/2012/0062 – Mr R Bloss, Thatched Farm House, Low Road, Norton Subcourse – replacement of cement render, part replacement of modern windows, modern blockwork wall to be removed in ground floor shower room, new oak staircase to replace existing modern staircase, oak floorboards in bedroom 1 to replace modern pine boards – APPROVE

c) BA/2012/0139/FUL Environment Agency, 100m length of the right riverbank, River Chet, near Nogdam End – retrospective piling removal works and construction of new rollback floodbank with excavation of a soke dyke to provide material for a new bank – APPROVE

It was AGREED that the clerk would write again to BESL and other agencies involved in flood defence work regarding the poor state of the river bank on the Chet and the Yare in Norton Subcourse and demand immediate action.
The following item was received after publication of the agenda; the clerk was delegated authority to respond:

d) BA/2012/0161/FUL – Cantley Sugar Factory – installation of new cooling towers to replace existing fire damaged towers - APPROVE
10. Planning Correspondence -
a) Broads Authority – Local list of Heritage Assets - NOTED
b) Norfolk County Council – Mineral site specific allocations development plan, waste site specific allocations development plan; pre-submission document, invitation to make representation – it was noted that more of the village was being excavated and what was the high point of the village is now a hole in the ground.  There was concern over the possibility of the gravel pit expanding in the future into an area close to existing homes.  It was noted that the number of vehicle movements from the gravel pit appeared to now be far higher than had been stated on the original planning permission.  It was AGREED that the clerk would consult parishioners via the parish magazine to obtain the public view on the gravel pit.
The following item was received after publication of the agenda:

c) South Norfolk Council – South Norfolk Place Making Guide – consultation draft, comments invited before 6 June 2012

11. Finance – the following items were considered:
a) Payment of the clerk’s expenses of £30 was AGREED

b) Parish council insurance policy – it was AGREED to change insurers to Zurich, with a premium of £225.00

c) Grant application from the Raveningham Frolic was considered – it was AGREED to grant £150.00
d) Receipt of the first part of the precept 2012/13 from South Norfolk Council was NOTED
e) Renewal of the annual membership subscription to Norfolk Association of Local Councils at £94.09 was AGREED
f)  Accounts for year ending 31 March 2012 were APPROVED and signed
g) The Annual Return and Annual Governance Statement for 2011/12 were APPROVED  and signed
The adjournment for public participation was not required.

13. Parish Councillors’ Reports – Cllr Linda Edwards reported that a meeting of the Barn Trust would be held soon.  Cllr Mike Hedley reported a pothole on Low Road.  Cllr Jim Rampling stated that several potholes had recently been filled successfully.
