21. Declarations of interest – Cllr Andrew Wright – non-pecuniary interests in Planning application (a) at Norton Villa, grants for Norton Chapel and Village Hall
22. Previous Minutes – of a meeting held Wednesday 16 May 2012 were circulated, APPROVED and signed.
23. Planning Decisions – the following decisions were NOTED:
a) BA/2012/0062/LBC – Mr & Mrs R Bloss, Thatched Farm House, Low Road, Norton Subcourse – Internal and external alterations including: removal of existing render and replace with lime render, replacement of modern windows with leaded timber windows, replacement of existing with new oak staircase, replacement of pine floorboards with oak ones and removal of block work wall in ground floor shower room, repairs to roof, dormer and chimneys – LISTED BUILDING CONSENT GRANTED

b) BA/2012/0161/FUL – Cantley Sugar Factory, Station Road, Cantley -  installation of new cooling towers to replace existing fire damaged towers – PLANNING PERMISSION GRANTED

27. Chairman’s Report – the Chairman reported that work had commenced on the river wall at Nogdam End.  The clerk would write again to BESL regarding flood defences, as a letter regarding the urgency of these works sent in May had not been acknowledged. 
28. Parish Councillors’ Reports – Cllr Jim Rampling reported that the piles had been withdrawn from the river wall at Nogdam End that day.  Empty houses in the area had now been occupied.  Cllr Martin Dickens said that he had received reports from parishioners of bird scarers causing disturbance in early mornings  He added that there was a dangerously uneven road surface on the Loddon Road near Beacon Cottages – the clerk would report this to Norfolk County Council.  Cllr Linda Edwards stated that the house adjacent to the shop in Norton was now occupied.  She added that she would shortly be attending meetings of the Poor Marsh Trust and the Barn Trust.
29. District and County Councillors Reports – No report was received from District Councillor William Kemp.  County Councillor Tony Tomkinson updated the council on the proposed incinerator at Kings Lynn and the County Council’s purchase and future plans for the former RAF Coltishall.  He added that the National Lottery had recently made grants to some local causes.  
30. Risk Assessment – the review of the annual risk assessment was NOTED
31. Correspondence – correspondence, as previously circulated, was NOTED.  The Chairman reported that he and Cllr Rampling had responded to a Broads Authority Character Assessment consultation which required a response before the meeting.
