34. Welcome – the Chairman welcomed those present 
35. Apologies – Apologies were received and accepted from Cllrs Martin Dickens, Nigel White, Linda Edwards and Mike Hedley.  County Councillor Tomkinson also offered apologies
36. Declarations of interest – none
37. Previous Minutes – the minutes of a meeting held Wednesday 18 July 2012 were circulated, APPROVED and signed.
38. Planning Decisions – the following decisions were NOTED:
a) 2012/0925 – Mr Martin Dickens, Norton Villa, Low Road, Norton Subcourse – two storey extension to provide office space downstairs and bedroom upstairs - APPROVE
b) BA/2012/0139/FUL – Environment Agency, 100m length of the right riverbank, River Chet, near Nogdam End - retrospective piling removal works and construction of new rollback floodbank with excavation of a soke dyke to provide for a new bank
