80. Welcome – the Chairman welcomed those present 

81. Apologies – Apologies were received and accepted from parish councillor Geoff Collen
82. Declarations of interest – none
83. Previous Minutes – the minutes of a meeting held Wednesday 16 January 2013 were circulated, APPROVED and signed.
84. Planning Decisions – none received
85. Planning Applications – 
a) 2013/0108 – Mr & Mrs Frost, The Paddocks, New Road, Norton Subcourse – proposed change of use from agriculture to grazing for horses and the erection of stables and feed store for private use - APPROVE

the above application required a response before the meeting.  The clerk was delegated authority to respond with the council’s views
b) BA/2013/0072/FUL – Cantley Sugar Factory – proposed extension in height of two existing sugar syrup storage tanks along with an additional storage tank and associated landscaping – APPROVE

c) 2013/0455 – Beck Cottage, The Street, Norton  Subcourse – proposed two storey extension - APPROVE

87. Finance – the following items were considered:

d) Payment of the annual subscription to Norfolk Association of Local Councils of £94.23  was AGREED
e) A grant of £200 for the Frolic Committee was AGREED
The adjournment for public participation was not required
88. Chairman’s Report – the Chairman reported on the BESL flood alleviation works planned for Compartment 21 (Pyes Mill to Nogdam End).  He added that police had issued a warning about a van in the area calling on houses asking for scrap metal and he also reported a blocked road drain which the clerk would report to County Council Highways department
89. Parish Councillors’ Reports – Cllr Martin Dickens stated that the footpath problem previously reported near the Beck bridge had not been repaired: the clerk would report again.  Cllr Linda Wilson stated that she would shortly be completing the update on the ‘Welcome to Norton’ leaflet for new residents
90. District and County Councillors Reports – District Councillor William Kemp reported that South Norfolk Council would be freezing council tax again this year, so effectively council tax had fallen in relation to inflation.  The District Council would be investing in local services and businesses over the next three years.  Savings were being made on the cost of collecting refuse, while the service provided had improved.  South Norfolk Council was maintaining its reserves and managing its finances effectively.  He thanked members of the parish council for their work throughout the year and added that County Councillor Tony Tomkinson would be missed following his retirement at the end of his current term: the parish council would send him a letter of thanks for his work for the parish.
