50. Welcome – the Chairman welcomed those present 
51. Apologies – received and accepted from Parish Councillor Jim Rampling, County Councillor Margaret Stone and District Councillor William Kemp
52. Declarations of interest – none
53. Previous Minutes – the minutes of a meeting held Wednesday 21 September were circulated, APPROVED and signed.
54. Planning Decisions – the following item was NOTED:
a) 2016/2280 - Mr Neil Russell, 1 Ivy Cottages, The Street, Norton Subcourse – new rear and side extensions and alterations – APPROVED with conditions

b) 2016/0345 – Mr David Fairhead, Church Cottage, Church Road, Norton Subcourse – Replacement dwelling – APPROVED with conditions
