Present – Cllrs Andrew Wright (Chair), Jim Rampling, Linda Edwards, Len Harper, Mike Hedley, Nigel White and Geoff Collen 

Also present was Christine Smith (clerk) and District Councillor William Kemp plus one member of the public
78. Welcome – the Chairman welcomed those present 

79. Apologies – Apologies were received and accepted from County Councillor Margaret Stone 
80. Declarations of interest – Councillor Andrew Wright declared an interest in planning item ‘b’
81. Previous Minutes – the minutes of a meeting held Wednesday 19 November 2014 were circulated, APPROVED and signed.
82. Planning Decisions – the following item was NOTED:
a) 2015/2727 - Mr M Wright, Willow Barn, Low Road, Norton Subcourse – proposed detached garage and domestic workshop/store – APPROVED with conditions, delegated
83. Planning Applications –

a) 2016/0345 – Mr Fairhead, Church Cottage, Church Road, Norton Subcourse – APPROVE although some concerns were raised regarding the large scale of the building in comparison to the original building and the scale of the windows
The following items were received after publication of the agenda: the clerk was delegated authority to respond after consultation with the council:

b)  2016/0544 – Mr M Wright, Willow Barn, Low Road, Norton Subcourse – discharge of condition 3 of planning permission 2015/2727 – windows, doors, tiles and bricks – NO COMMENT
c) 2016/0581 – General Stores, The Street, Norton Subcourse – proposed larger front windows and the installation of two air conditioning units – plans to be circulated to councillors after the meeting and a response sent in the following week (to be reported at the next meeting of the council)
84. Planning Correspondence – received after publication of the agenda:
a) Correspondence from town and council clerks regarding the problems encountered by the introduction of the new paperless planning application system introduced by South Norfolk Council – it was AGREED that the council would request that an additional copy of all plans be submitted by the applicant so that it be provided at no cost to the District Council
85. Finance – the following items were considered:
a) Clerk’s expenses of £30 (Broadband provision for February and March 2016 at £15.00 per month) - AGREED
b) Payment of the clerk’s salary for the fourth quarter - NOTED
c) Payment of the PAYE on item ‘b’ - NOTED
The adjournment for public participation was not required.

86. Chairman’s Report – Cllr Andrew Wright reported that the occupants of the Cockatrice had asked whether a bench could be placed on the Muck Quay: after discussion it was agreed that the Broads Authority would need to give permission.  Some confusion has arisen with anglers accessing private land for fishing.  It was agreed that the clerk should write to Dave Gadwell at the EDP (angling correspondence) pointing out that previous reports in the newspaper had been misleading and that free fishing on the river Chet is at Muck Quay, which is publicly accessible, not Norton Staithe, which is on the River Yare, and is private land.  Police had recently attended an incident where what was believed to be cannabis plants had been dumped on land in the village
87. Parish Councillors’ Reports – Len Harper reported that he had spoken to a local resident regarding the introduction of high speed Broadband to the village and had obtained information on the equipment required and the costs of the service.  Mike Hedley noted that funding was available to smaller parishes for computer equipment to meet the Council Transparency legislation.  After discussion it was AGREED that the clerk should use the quotes previously obtained when the purchase of a new laptop and printer/scanner was being considered by the council to apply for funding when grant applications were next invited for the Transparency Fund.
88. District and County Councillors Reports – District Council William Kemp reported on the introduction of elected Mayors for areas including Norfolk, as announced in the budget speech.  There would be a lot of changes coming, including on the funding of services, but the full details are not yet known.  County Councillor Margaret Stone’s report was as tabled.
89. Correspondence – correspondence, as previously circulated, was NOTED.  
90. Next Meeting – the next meeting (AGM) would be held on Wednesday 25  May  2016
