83. Welcome – the Chairman welcomed those present 
84. Apologies – received and accepted from Parish Councillor Linda Edwards and   County Councillor Margaret Stone 
85. Declarations of interest – Cllr Collen declared a pecuniary interest in planning item ‘a’
86. Previous Minutes – the minutes of a meeting held Wednesday 18 January 2017 were circulated, APPROVED and signed.
87. Planning Decisions – none
88. Planning Applications – the following application was considered:
Having declared a pecuniary interest in the following item, Cllr Collen left the room

a) 2017/0496 – Mr G Collen, Highfield Farm, Loddon Road, Norton Subcourse – Portal steel frame lean-to for the storage of grain - APPROVE
Cllr Collen rejoined the meeting
89. Planning Correspondence – none
A change in agenda order was AGREED

90. District Councillor’s Report – District Councillor William Kemp reported that the South Norfolk Council budget had been set and Council Tax bills has started to go out.  The increases were due to the tapering off of funding from Central Government.  South Norfolk Council was in a good position to meet the new demands and should be able to meet core service requirements, but would have to review some services.  He added that the Community Governance Consultation was underway, including discussions on anomalies parish boundaries.  From the 2019 elections Norton Subcourse would be included in the Hales, Heckingham ward and would no longer be in the same ward as Thurlton.
The meeting returned to the agenda order
91. Finance – the following items were considered:

a) Payment of the clerk’s salary for the fourth quarter was NOTED

b) Payment of PAYE to HMRC on item ‘A’ was NOTED

c) Payment of the clerk’s expenses of £30 (Broadband provision for February and March 2017 at £15.00 per month) was AGREED
d) A change to the council’s bank mandate with Barclays Bank was discussed and it was AGREED to appoint Cllr Linda Edwards as an additional signatory to the bank accounts.  The Chairman took a mandate form for completion.
92. Sign for Muck Quay Staithe – the purchase from the Community Infrastructure Levy payment of a sign for the Muck Quay Staithe was discussed.  It was AGREED that the matter would be placed on the agenda for the next meeting.
The adjournment for public participation was not required
93. Chairman’s Report – Cllr Andrew Wright reminded the councillors to send a short CV to the clerk to be included on the parish council website.
